Hotel Information

 We’re baaaack at the Holiday Inn Express, 
our convention hotel for the last several years.

 From the North, South, or West: most folks 
will take I-65 to I-565; then Exit 17-A (left on 
Jordan Lane). Turn right on University Drive. 
Move quickly to your left as the left turn lane 
for the HIE is only about 200 yards from the 
intersection.

 From the East: most folks will take US-72 
which merges into I-565. Take Exit 17 (right on 
Jordan Lane) then follow directions above. See 
the map below.
